islands or in peripheral regions; people from urban problem zones; people from less
serviced areas (limited public transport, poor facilities).
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The participants should be interested in exchanging and developing good practices, methods,
materials, tools, pedagogical approaches and/or ways of working in European cooperation and
committed to plan Erasmus+ Strategic Partnerships (KA2) on the theme of the seminar.
